It is NOMINATIONS Time. November marked the beginning of the
nomination process and February 20, 2006 is the deadline for all
nominations . It is time to start thinking about Pilots to nominate for
the 2006-2007 District Officers and the PSHF Board. Thisisa process
that each club should take seriously. There are many qualified Pilots
in the Horida District. For that reason, we should have a full slate of
officers.

The following District Officer positions are open for nomination:
Governor-Hect, the six (6) Regional LT. Governors (Northwest,
Northeast, East Central, West Central, Southeast, & Southwest), and
Treasurer. For the PSHF Board, the 2006-2009 Director is open for
nominations.

PROCEDURE FORNOMINATIONS

The Bylaws give clubs the priviege (by majority vote of the
membership) to nominate qualified nominees for district office from
clubs within the district. A club may submit nominees from any
club to the nominating committee. In regional districts, nominations
for Regional Lt. Governors will be made only by clubs from that
region. Postmark deadline for nominations to be sent to the
Nominating Committee is 60 (February 20, 2006) days prior to the
first day of District Convention.

The nomination should be done at the club® business meeting and
a ballot vote isrecommended. The nominations must be included
on your business meeting agenda. All nominations need to reach
the chair of the Nominating Committee by February 20.

CLUB MAKING NOMINATION

When a club votes to nominate a person for district office, the
president sends a letter of nomination to the proposed nominee. A
copy of the nominating letter should be sent to the president of the
proposed nominee® club, the district governor, Pl Headquarters
and the chair of the district nominating committee. The letter
should instruct the nominee to inform the club of their acceptance
or refusal of the nomination in writing.

THENOMINEE
If the nominee accepts the nomination, he/she should complete
the Qualification Form for District Office which may be obtained
from the PI website, the Club and District Manuals, or Pilot
Headquarters.

The nominee should inform each nominating club of their
acceptance or refusal in writing with a copy to the District
Nominating Committee Chair, Governor and Pl Headquarters.
(Nominees for Regional Lt. Governor should also send a copy of
letter to the regional member of the nominating committee.)
