Whenever a Pilot Club member dies, it
is the responsibility of the Club
Secretary to complete a form ( District
manual, forms section, page 110).
That form is supposed to be sent to
the District Chaplain, the Pl Chaplain
and to Pilot International. If PI
receives a letter stating that a Pilot has
died, but does not have the form, then
they are required to do some checking.
(They said that prior to beginning the
checking, that a name was submitted
of a very live Pilot and of course that
caused quite a sensation. )
